o Deliver the instruction as outlined in the lesson plan. [Follow the script!]

e Don’t expect perfection at first. Delivery gets easier over time.

o Keep sessions short and distribute practice throughout the day. Set aside
5-10 minutes at a time.

¢ Focus onrepetition! Your child will need multiple opportunities to respond
and receive feedback.
